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Evaluation of Last Year  
2007 was a year of growth and fruit-
fulness. Each year we attempt to 
reach out to our community and since 
John & Kelsie Mullen live in Úvaly, 
a village just outside of Prague, much 
of our outreach has been focused 
there. Last year eleven children made 
professions of faith in English Camp 
and we continued with a monthly 
meeting, called English Club, for 
Czech kids. With the help of the 
Church of the Incarnation from Dal-
las, Texas, we built the only play-
ground in Úvaly. It was a big project 
involving about 30 sponsors and 30 
workers. In the end we raised over 
500,000 K�  (approximately $26,500) 
for the project and built a beautiful 
playground for the community. Addi-
tionally, we sent two teams to do

�  rague Christian Fellowship 
(PCF) continues to grow and 

mature as a community of faith who 
are committed to one another as well 
as committed to the culture around 
them. We are an international com-
munity (representing 17 different 
countries in the membership) but 
PCF mostly represents the indigenous 
community (at the end of the year 
Czechs represented 53% of the mem-
bership). In the last eleven years we 
have been blessed with 268 new 
members to the community and in the 
same period 236 have moved on 
(referring to people who formally 
joined the community). John & Kel-
sie Mullen have served the commu-
nity as pastors for over 11 years. 

evangelism and discipleship among 
orphans in Belarus. The teams visited 
five orphanages and a summer camp 
and 38 teen orphans gave their lives 
to Christ. 

 
The year was characterized by an em-
phasis on community. Practically, 
this was expressed in the formation of 
seven small groups with various em-
phases (plus PCF members leading 
three additional weekly International 
House of Prayer Prague meetings). 
We added 23 new family members 
(similar to the prior year) represent-
ing seven different countries. Six 
people were baptized in obedience to 
Christ. A total of 16 people left the 
community (as compared to 19 the 
year before). Total membership

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�   have wonderful news about the 
now closed Methodist church at 

Sedl� any. The United Methodist Church 
owns a church building in Sedl� any. 
However, the congregation has 
dwindled due to age and social factors 
resulting in the smallest possible num-
ber of people in a congregation: one.  
As a result, regular services have not 
b e e n  h e l d  t h e r e  i n  y e a r s . 
 
First, the church will be assigned a 
pastor at our Methodist Annual 
Conference. Our local Je� na Methodist 
congregation here in Prague (the 
building where PCF meets on Sundays) 
will be fully involved in this church re-
planting. Of course, there are many 
challenges remaining, not the least of 
which is establishing a congregation. 
Second, the English Camp this summer 
at Sedl� any has received approval. The 
dates are confirmed:  August 4 - 9.  
 
Sedl� any is about an hour's distance 

from Prague. It is a beautiful town with 
a rich history located along the famous 
Vltava River. I taught at our English 
Camp there last summer and have been 
back for monthly "English Club" 
classes. The citizens of Sedl� any are 
quite impressed that native speakers 
care enough to come to their small 
town. Nevertheless, many people in 
Sedl� any remain leery of Christians. We 
hope to gain their confidence and trust 
by first teaching them English, and then 
the message o f  Jesus Chr ist . 
 
So we now have a chicken vs. egg issue. 
We don't know how many Christians are 
available to teach or assist at our camp. 
As a result, we don't know how many 
students to recruit nor the size of the 
faci l i ty needed for the camp. 
 
That's where I need your help. If you or 
someone you know is interested in this 
opportunity for mission work, please 
contact me as soon as possible.  At this 
point, all I need to know is if you have 

an interest. I am not asking for a 
commitment at this time. Feel free to 
email me or phone me at 737 184 234 
f o r  m o r e  i n f o r m a t i o n .

My story...  
Actually I 
would like to 
call my story 
'God's story'. I 
would like to 
turn around at 
the end of my 
life to look at 
a play, written 
and directed 
by God…  

 
My adventure started 24 years ago in a 
little town in the west of Germany, 
near to Nuremberg. I was pretty bored 
and dissatisfied with my life until I was 
about 18 years.  I grew up in a pretty 
conservative home. My parents raised 
my 2-year-older brother, my 2-year-
younger sister and me with Christian 
values. Especially my mom influenced 
my spiritual life a lot. I started to read 
the Bible every day when I was about 
eight.  That was about the time when I 
surrendered my life to Christ. But I 
didn't have an intimate relationship 
with Jesus. As I come from a very tra-
ditional Christian family background, a 
lot of things I did were just duty. I 
knew it was right to read the Bible, to 
pray and to believe in God. But these 
exercises didn't have a lot of impact on 
my life. Now looking back, I'm very 
thankful to say, that God protected me 
from a lot of painful experiences! 
 
My time in high school was pretty 
tough on me, as I was very shy and 
insecure and didn't know any other be-
lievers at school. I totally missed out 
on having a youth group with other 
believers my age. Finally three other 
girls and I started a weekly home 
group. I ended up being the leader for 
the next four years from the age of 14 
on.  But somewhere on the road I sud-
denly realized, that I didn't know this 
God I was trying so hard to follow!  I 
had heard a lot about Him and shared 
about Him... but I was shocked by the 
fact that I hadn't even grasped what 
Jesus had done for me on the cross.   
So I started to write a journal to God, 
sharing from the bottom of my heart. I 

was searching for life and I wanted it 
in its fullness!  
 
By the age of 16 I started to do a five 
year training/studies as a social 
worker/educator. During that time I 
became bolder. I started to recognize 
and to get rid of my fear of men. While 
I was living in a shared-apartment with 
some people from the 'Jesus 
Freaks' (movement of young Christians 
coming out of the punk and drug 
scene) I wanted to meet my Jesus, 
wherever I was going. At parties, at 
school or on the street... if this God 
was real, then I wanted to see Him 
moving in and through my life!  While 
working in a youth centre with 'ghetto 
kids' God was breaking all of my 
'romantic ideas' about working with 
'street kids' - and my pride! Suddenly I 
realized that I'm totally dependent on 
his strength and grace! I had tried so 
hard on my own. 
 
Somehow I was always fascinated by 
other nations, cultures and communi-
ties. So I was playing with the thought 
of doing something with missions. I 
always loved meeting all sorts of dif-
ferent people! 
 
By the age of 18, (my parents hadn’t 
allowed me to go earlier) I went on a 
mission trip to India, and I loved it! 
The following years I did several mis-
sion trips, figuring out, that I loved 
traveling, meeting new people, discov-
ering the beauty in the hidden places, 
taking pictures and having adventures 
of all sorts. 
 
After I finished my studies I joined 
YWAM (Youth with a Mission) in 
Herrnhut, East Germany near the 
Czech border for a Discipleship Train-
ing School for six months.  After some 
wild adventures on my outreach in the 
desert of Mauritania, North Africa 
(that was part of the school), I decided 
to continue with missions. During that 
time I discovered that I still had such a 
narrow picture about the God I wanted 
to serve!  While leading outreach 
teams to Thailand, Cambodia and In-

dia, I prayed earnestly about moving to 
Cambodia. I could sense God's heart for 
all the injustice in human slavery and 
sex-trafficking. And I wanted to see 
God moving in new ways through 
prayer, arts and community life.  But I 
wanted to be available for God, wher-
ever he wanted me to go!  Then a friend 
of mine and I started to do research and 
prayed about the issue of human traf-
ficking in the border region of the 
Czech Republic about 2 ½ years ago. 
Suddenly God started to move in ways 
(as well as in my own heart) like I've 
never experienced Him before.  (I 
would need to write an extra page about 
that part!)  To make the story short, you 
never know when you are the answer to 
your own prayers. God put it on my 
heart to study the Czech language. I was 
scared to death. This was not what I 
would have chosen but God reminded 
me of that verse: 'You did not choose 
me, but I chose you and appointed you 
to go and bear fruit - fruit that will 
last.' (John 15:16). That word hit me 
right in my heart, so I decided to move 
on in His ways.  In September 2007 
God opened doors for me to move to 
Prague. So here I am, going out on a 
limb. I've just started studying Czech at 
the Charles University for this next se-
mester.  And then? - I don't know! 
 
In the beginning of this year a friend 
gave me a great devotion from Oswald 
Chambers. I just want to share the 
beginning with you: “Will You Go Out 
Without Knowing? 'He went out, not 
kno wi ng  whe r e  he  wa s  go -
ing'” (Hebrews 11:8).   Have you ever 
“gone out” in this way?  If so, there is 
no logical answer possible when some-
one asks you what you are doing.  One 
of the most difficult questions to answer 
in Christian work is, “What do you ex-
pect to do?”  You don’t know what you 
are going to do.  The only thing you 
know is that God knows what He is do-
ing. 
 
I'm looking forward to walking these 
next months together with you. And to 
get to know you better, as we are all 
part of God's bigger picture ;)

changed from 68 to 73 over the year 
(net growth was a positive 7.4% in-
crease).  

 
Turnover in an international church is 
typically 30-35% (1/3). PCF turnover 
from the average membership level 
has been declining over time (2007 
was 21%, 2006 was 29%, 2005 was 
32%, 2004 was 35%, 2003 was 59%, 
2002 was 24%, 2001 was 49%, 2000 
was 32%). Last year saw a relatively 
low turnover. This is most likely due 
to the high percentage of Czechs in 
the church membership. 

 
In 2007 the PCF finances ended up 

with a negative net income (- 81,389 
K� ) but a positive bank balance 
(79,988 K� ). The income of 742,372 
K�  was almost the same amount as in 
2006 (also similar to 2005). How-
ever, the income attributed to mem-
ber tithes increased 44% (2006 had a 
couple of large gifts from abroad). 
The expenses increased 37% from 
2006. Most of the difference was at-
tributed to differences in giving. In 
2007 PCF gave a generous 137,775 
K� , representing 19% of total in-
come.  

 
Outlook for the Year 2008  

In 2008 we are building on the 
strength of 2007 - our relationships. 
We continue to emphasize small 
group ministries and opportunities to 
share our lives together. We desire to 
share the love of God with the people 
around us as well as to raise up min-
istry teams to share the Gospel in 
other regions of the Czech Republic 

and to other countries. This year we 
hope to develop more mercy minis-
tries, including a ministry to orphans 
and refugees in the Czech Republic, 
and more ways to serve orphans in 
Belarus (i.e.; fund raisers or other 
ways to practically help). We also 
hope to start a Christian youth home 
group in Úvaly, and host the 8th An-
nual Úvaly English Camp. As the 
Úvaly ministry builds momentum we 
will look to God to provide more 
support for the ministry.  

 
Additionally, we hope to continue to 
give generously as a community of 
believers. Specifically, we hope to 
continue to grow into maturity in tith-
ing and offerings, but also in the PCF 
giving outside the community to im-
pact the kingdom of God around us. 
We also hope to offer more support 
to our pastors who draw only one 
Czech salary in the midst of the fi-
nancial strain of the falling dollar (the 
Mullens rely on support from the US 
to pay their bills but the dollar has 
dropped 60%).   �
