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God. We saw our “family” deepen 
through six various weekly and one 
bi-weekly small groups (and PCFers 
led an additional two IHOPP weekly 
prayer meetings), many events / ac-
tivities, and many opportunities to 
serve together. Part of family “life” 
has been marriage counseling for the 
many engaged couples. 

 
We reached out to “extend the king-
dom” in diverse ways last year. Allen 
Nishie restarted our outreach to a 
refugee camp and Joe Beamer re-
started our ministry to the homeless 
in Prague. PCF sent two mission’s 
teams to do evangelism and disciple-
ship among orphans in Belarus. The 
teams visited orphanages and a sum-
mer camp. We raised during a spring 
event, March Madness, and donated 
45,000 K�  to the Belarus ministry 
With Love For Kids. Andreas Schulz 
raised an additional 3,000 € that was 
distributed directly to the orphans 
and orphanages. Garth Wright also 
organized a team (complete with lots 
of gifts) to work with gypsies and or-

�  rague Christian Fellowship 
(PCF) is a community of faith 

in the Czech denomination of Církev 
K�es� anské spole� enství (CKS) and 
is made up of Christians from many 
countries and various traditions. Our 
ministry and outreach are focused on 
the International and English-
speaking communities in Prague. 
Currently our community is com-
prised of core members who repre-
sent 17 different countries and a non-
core group who add to our diversity. 
Despite our ethnic diversity PCF is 
overwhelming Czech in core mem-
bers (at the end of the year Czechs 
represented 56% of the core mem-
bers). John & Kelsie Mullen have 
served the community as pastors for 
over twelve years now. 

 
Evaluation of Last Year  

2008 was a year of maturity and mis-
sion. Our vision is to become a fam-
ily of God to extend the kingdom of 

phans in the Ukraine. Additionally, 
Mirek & Klára Šedivých pioneered a 
ministry to Jewish Czechs and Messi-
anic believers. They now meet every 
Saturday and worship in Hebrew and 
Czech languages. 
 
Each year we attempt to reach out to 
the community John & Kelsie Mullen 
live in - Úvaly, a town just outside of 
Prague. Every spring and summer we 
share the gospel during our Easter 
Egg Hunt and English Camp. John 
and Kelsie also invite people to their 
weekly Bible study. With the help of 
the Antioch churches in Germany, we 
did construction work on two play-
grounds and picked up trash around 
Úvaly. We also organized our first 
music festival in Úvaly, “HeartBeat 
2008,” featuring the famous reggae 
band – Christafari and the Indi rock 
band - Radiant (who traveled from 
Dallas).  
 
2008 was an active year for YWAM-

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�  hristmas is considered to be the 
celebration of love. But there 

are children, who have no one to give 
them a gift of love. For this reason, I 
left for Belarus on December 21 and 
stayed over the winter holidays. There I 
visited three orphanages and the leaders 
of the With Love For Kids (WLFK) 
organization. WLFK ministers to the 
older orphans and helps prepare them 
for life outside of the orphanages. They 
have houses that care for the kids who 
turn 18 and have nowhere to go.  All 
together 206 children were blessed with 
Christmas love gifts and four guitars 
were purchased for the orphanages. 
Also, 126 chocolate santas were given 
out to the kids. It was wonderful to see 
that it's possible to make a difference in 
the lives of the children.  

 
This year over 3,000 € was raised and I 
would very much like to thank the spon-
sors: German Rotary Club Praha, Mar-
kus Beier (Unicity), Walter & Sonja 
Kammerlander, Peter & Annemarie 
Haid and Ariso Finance GmbH (www.
ariso.eu) who made this charity project 
possible. 
 
After blessing 136 children during the 
2007 Christmas season, this year’s ef-
fort was a big advancement for the king-
dom. And, I am encouraged to begin 
preparing for Christmas 2009. The goal 
is to increase the number of children 
supported with equivalent funds for 
each child. In addition I was asked to 
help provide for children whose parents 
are in jail. 
 

Love is something active and we should 
start to give also financially without 
fear. I have seen how blessings come 
back again and again to the ones giving.

�   first heard about God as a 
child. I started believing in 

him and went to church. There I 
heard biblical stories and I heard 
about Jesus.  But it was not all 
clear to me…what was currently 
going on with him, and how 
were "God" and "Jesus" actually 
connected?       .                                                   
 
On the other side, it was easy to 
understand about sin. Thanks to 
my active sin involvement I 
knew all about it.  I felt it in my 
conscience, but I did not know 
how to stop or what else to do. 
 
I came to Prague from Slovakia 
in 2002 to study IT (moving to 
Berlin did not work out because 
of visa problems). While living 
close to I.P.Pavlova, I looked 
for a Sunday service on the web. 
PCF was close and I liked the 
worship so much that I started to 
come regularly. PCF looked so 
"alive." I thought it was a 
Catholic church and the differ-
ences were because of the 
"American" habits (since Slo-
vaks like to watch movies like 
"Sister Act," we think that all 
the churches abroad look like 
the churches in those movies.) 
 
After about half a year, one 
Czech guy, Daniel, explained 
the difference to me. Actually, 
he explained the evangelical 
theology in 2 minutes, including 
a practical demonstration of 
speaking in tongues. I was pretty 

shocked, but could not deny the 
“fruit” (not the word I would 
have chosen at the time) I had 
experienced in the church. I re-
member, for example, John's 
sermon about the tree of knowl-
edge and the tree of life.  
 
During that time I met a friend 
in school who invited me to 
Christian lectures. I got to know 
this friend and he helped me 
with problems I had at my 
school. When he shyly invited 

me to a Christian meeting, I ac-
cepted because I remembered, 
from my childhood, that there is 
something right and good about 
God.  I wanted to get back to 
him again.  I started to attend 
those meetings regularly and I 
heard answers to things I did not 
understand before. The people 
seemed to truly believe and they 
liked to pray about anything.. :-) 
 
We looked into the Bible a lot. 

Every time I opened it, I saw 
how good Jesus is and how far I 
was from there. But I heard that 
there is also a solution…. He 
paid for our sins with his life on 
the cross. 
 
Jesus says: "Truly, truly, I say to 
you, whoever hears my word and 
believes him who sent me has 
eternal life. He does not come 
into judgment, but has passed 
f r o m  d e a t h  t o  l i f e . " 
 
I asked Jesus to forgive me and 
to be my Lord. I was filled with 
joy—about God's presence, the 
forgiveness, and the eternal life. 
Since then I have understood 
why the people like to pray. 
 
Now I’ve seen God working 
many times: in my school, when 
he was healing, or when he was 
recovering broken things. It is so 
encouraging when he shows him-
self.           .             
 
I remember asking myself, 
"What is the reason that we live 
so long after we accept Christ? 
When we are saved, haven’t we 
reached the goal? But then I 
realized, in that point in time, our 
life has just begun... The real life. 
 
I told myself (three years ago), “I 
want to come again to PCF and 
serve there, but I have to travel 
first, to learn some English.” 
Well… I’m back!

tithing will make the position at least 
partially paid by the church. We also 
expect the Úvaly ministry to build 
more momentum as Mirek Hoblík 
(who lives in Úvaly) has transitioned 
into full-time ministry with Církev KS 
Praha, and part of his ministry empha-
sis will be outreach in Úvaly. 

  
2009 will most likely be another active 
year. In April we plan to host an inner 
healing seminar with Desert Stream 
Ministries / Living Waters Europe. In 
the summer we hope to return to 
Ukraine / Belarus and organize the 9th 
Annual English Camp. HeartBeat 
2009 is still uncertain. Mirek Hoblík is 
considering the project. We also ex-
pect our mercy ministries to continue 
into 2009. 
 
Finally, in 2009 we certainly hope to 
step up our witness to the International 
students in Prague. In fact, we are 
praying for a couple to come to Prague 
and lead this type of ministry.

PCF. Kelsie Mullen, who teaches re-
gional for YWAM, helped three dif-
ferent Discipleship Training School 
(DTS) teams arrange their outreach in 
Prague, and Doris Rabus organized the 
formation of a Prague YWAM base. 
The DTS teams were involved with 
street evangelism and service projects. 
The Prague YWAM team is involved 
with helping Czech churches and min-
istries, refugee camp ministry, mar-
riage ministry and reaching out to 
prostitutes on the German/Czech bor-
der. 

 
We added 22 new family members (23 
the prior year) representing eight dif-
ferent countries. Six people were bap-
tized in obedience to Christ. A total of 
22 people left the community (as com-
pared to 16 the year before). Total 
membership at the end of the year was 
76 people (60 adults and 16 children). 
Additionally, there are many people 
who attend regularly who have yet to 
make a commitment to the community. 

 
Turnover in an International church is 
typically 30-35% (1/3). PCF’s turn-
over from the year-end membership 
level rose in 2008 from 21% to 29% 
(2006 was 29%, 2005 was 32%, 2004 
was 35%, 2003 was 59%, 2002 was 
24%, 2001 was 49%, 2000 was 32%).  
In the last twelve years we have been 
blessed with 290 new members to the 
community and in the same period 258 
have moved on (referring to people 
who formally joined the community). 

 
In 2008 the PCF finances ended up 
with a net income of 72,830 K�  (as 

compared to - 81,389 K�  in 2007) and 
a positive bank balance of 116,600 
K� . The 2008 gross income of 
911,925 K�  was significantly higher 
than 2007 but the tithes income of 
818,889 K� /60 adults only reflected 
the increase in church adult members 
from 2007 (742,123 K� /55 adults). 
However, the other income reflected 
the efforts of the community to raise 
funds to bless other ministries (93,036 
K� ). The expenses of 839,094 K�  
were only a slight increase from 2007 
(823,760 K� ). The positive net income 
will help offset the expected increases 
in the 2009 expenses. 

 
Outlook for the Year 2009  

In addition to focusing on the fulfill-
ment of our vision we are hoping in 
2009 to strengthen our worship team 
with the addition of someone to lead 
the worship ministry (preferably a full-
time position that also encompasses 
some church administration and 
IHOPP). Hopefully, faithfulness in
