I I ello and ahojte,

Every testimony is so unique to me.
It describes our faith in the living
God, who saves people from all over
the world.

| was born and raised in Bulgaria in
an orthodox Christian family who
didn’t teach me the Bible but mostly
kept traditional Christian

celebrations.

| became a believer at the age of 13,
through the testimony of my
classmate who brought me to church.
One day | decided to give my life to
Christ.

At that time Bulgaria was
experiencing a wave of revival and
many young people became
Christians. Churches were growing
fast filled up with passionate youth.
As the evangelical churches grew,
the orthodox leaders felt threatened,
so in 1992 the Orthodox Church
together with the government made a
statement that all evangelical
churches were illegal and should be
forbidden.

The persecution started. The church |
went to was forced to close down
and was declared illegal. For nearly
three years my church was meeting
in home groups only.

These three years were a very hard,
but on the other hand, a very blessed
and growing time for me. Hard
because | had opposition from my
family and at school every day. One
day | went to see my grandmother
and she asked me if | was going to
this “cult,” blackmailing me, saying
that if | didn’t stop going there she
didn’t want to see my anymore.
School was hard too because
together with two other believers we
were daily mocked, made fun of, and
had our food spit on. This hardship
helped me to realize what God and
faith really means to me, what living

for Jesus and being a follower is all
about.

The other absolutely blessed thing
was the home group gatherings. We

gathered twice a week for
fellowship, prayer and food and
shared our lives together,

encouraging each other in the midst
of persecution (just like the first

disciples). | loved that time. It was

just as simple as living day to day. In
the end what the devil meant for
harm, God turned to good and totally
blessed and strengthened us! This
was also a time for sifting the

Church, a test to live seriously for

Him.

Thanks to this persecution God
brought me to the Czech Republic in
1996. Once | graduated from high
school, | desired to study the Bible.
Since the Bible schools in Bulgaria
were closed, an opportunity opened
for me to go to Brno. | studied there
for nine months at Word of Life
Bible School which was the time of
my life. After that | stayed over the
summer in a church in esky
Krumlov doing missionary work and
praying for the Czechs.

Growing as a Christian I've

discovered three passions of my
heart: dancing for God, missions
(especially kids) and the hotel
business. For the last 10 years I've
have been part of a Christian dance
group, helped as a translator for a
missionary lady, worked with

Gypsies and shared the good news
across Bulgaria.

The hotel business is my work calling
as | say it. All my entire career | have
worked in hotels. | love it and | believe
it's a great opportunity to be a witness
for my Savior. The hotel business
brought me again to the Czech
Republic (Prague) in June 2008.

| fought for with God for one week

since | wanted to stay in Italy where |
was then. Finally |1 gave up and moved
to Prague thinking it was just till the

end of the year. Although | didn’t know

what plan God had for me here, now
seeing my colleagues I'm beginning to
understand.

I'm very thankful and praise God also

for bringing the special one into my

life. I met my husband - Jaison in 2004
when working in the USA. Due to some

visa complications for me, we have

been apart since November 2008.
Patience, trust and faith are other things
that God is teaching me. It hasn't been
an easy time. However, | realize as a
human bride waits to be united with her
groom, how much more the heavenly
Groom, our Savior Jesus Christ, longs
for coming back to be one with his

Bride - the Church.
