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engagements,  weddings, and 
birthdays together. 

  
We reached out to “extend the 
kingdom” in diverse ways last year. 
Garth Wright started a mission group 
in Úvaly, Joe Beamer continued our 
ministry to the homeless in Prague, 
we led various outreaches such as an 
Easter Egg Hunt and English Camp, 
and we hosted many events such as 
Seder Meals, Thanksgiving Meals, 
and Shabbat Meals. Additionally, 
Martina Vršková started a new 
weekly IHOPP session during the 
night watch, and Mat� j & Markéta 
Ceplovi started a new Inner Healing 
Group in response to an April inner 
healing seminar we hosted (led by 
Desert Streams Ministries / Living 
Waters Europe). Mirek & Klára 
Šedivých continue to reach out to 
Jewish Czechs and Messianic 
believers via a group that meets 
every Shabbat.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
PCF sent a mission’s teams to do 
evangelism and preaching in 
Ukra ine .  The  team v i s i t ed 
orphanages and both Ukrainian and 
Gypsy churches. With the help of the 
students and faculty from CISP we 
raised 66,000 K�  that was donated to 
the Mashiah Foundation, a ministry 
working with AIDS orphans in 
Nigeria, and to the Belarus ministry 
With Love For Kids during our 
annual March Madness fundraising 
event. Andreas Schulz personally 
delivered half of the funds to With 
Love For Kids, and the other half was 
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“We’re building the family of 

God to extend the kingdom of God.”  
 

� �rague Christian Fellowship 
(PCF) is a Christian community 

registered under the Czech Ministry 
of Culture (I� : 73631558). We are a 
part of a large Czech denomination, 
Církev K�es� anské spole� enství 
(CKS). However, most of the 
community comes from various 
C h r i s t i a n  t r a d i t i o n s  a n d 
denominations. Our ministry and 
outreach are focused on the English-
speaking communities in Prague that 
i n c l u d e  b o t h  C z e c h s  a n d 
Internationals.  Current ly our 
community is comprised of core 
members who represent 17 different 
countries and a non-core group who 
add to our diversity. Despite our 
e t h n i c  d i v e r s i t y  P C F  i s 
overwhelmingly Czech in core 
members (at the end of the year 
Czechs represented 54% of the core 
members). John & Kelsie Mullen 
have started their fourteenth year 
serving the community as pastors and 
elder. Dawn Custalow has entered 
her sixth year as serving as an elder 
of the community. And in 2009, Dan 
Drápal formally joined the eldership.  

 
Evaluation of Last Year  

2009 was a year of faithfulness. Our 
vision is to become a family of God 
to extend the kingdom of God. In 
2009 we saw our family of God 
come together in many ways – many 
of which involved reaching out and 
serving together.  
. 
Home groups continue to be the 
foundation of our family life. Last 
year relationships grew deeper via 
six to seven various weekly and one 
bi-weekly small groups (and PCFers 
led an additional three IHOPP 
weekly prayer meetings). We 
organized Men’s and Women’s 
retreats, PCF Fall and Spring retreats, 
seminars and many events / 
activities. We also celebrated 

delivered via American missionaries. 
In total PCF sowed 137,260 K�  into 
the kingdom of God via gifts (a 78% 
increase from 2008) and much more 
via evangelism and advertising.  
 
As expected the Úvaly ministry (the 
town John and Kelsie Mullen reside 
in) built more momentum in 2009 as 
Mirek Hoblík (who lives in Úvaly) 
transitioned into full-time ministry 
with Církev KS Praha, and part of his 
ministry emphasis was outreach in 
Úvaly. Garth and Anna Wright also 
moved to Úvaly, significantly 
increasing our Christian presence 
(every Christian counts). We were 
blessed by participation of KS St�ed 
Region in our Easter outreach. The 9th 
Annual English Camp was incredible 
thanks to Chris Johnson of Youth 
Praha and some friends from KS St�ed 
Region who led the worship (and all 
the PCFers who made time to serve). 
  
We added 15 new core members (22 
the prior year) representing five 
different nationalities. Six people were 
baptized in obedience to Christ from 
three different nationalities. A total of 
15 core members left the community 
(as compared to 21 the year before). 
Total membership at the end of the 
year was 74 people (56 adults and 18 
children). Additionally, there are 
many people who attend regularly 
who have yet to make a commitment 
to become a “member” for various 
reasons.

Turnover in an international church is 
typically one-third of the membership 
(it is not feasible to identify turnover 
of those who simply attend). PCF’s 
turnover f rom the year-end 
membership level fell in 2009 to 20% 
(2008 was 28%, 2007 was 21%, 2006 
was 29%, 2005 was 32%, 2004 was 
35%, 2003 was 59%, 2002 was 24%, 
2001 was 49%, 2000 was 32%).  In 
the last thirteen years we have been 
blessed with 305 new members to the 
community and in the same period 
272 have moved on (referring to 
people who formally joined the 
community). We would estimate 
visitors have been three times the 
number of core members. 

  
In 2009 the PCF finances ended up 
with a net income of 59,766 K�  (as 
compared to 72,830 K�  in 2008) and 
a positive bank balance of 213,061 
K� . The 2009 gross income of 
1,088,483 K�  was 176,558 K�  higher 
than 2008 gross income. That 
represents over 19% increase in 
giving! And that is not all. The total 
number of adults decreased over the 
year, so that the giving was actually a 
much higher increase. The 2009 
tithes income per member of 18,003 
K� /adult (1,008,178 K�  /56 adults) 
was significantly higher than the 
2008 level of 13,648 K�  /adult 
(818,889 K� /60 adults). The “other 
income” reflected the efforts of the 
community to raise funds to bless 
other ministries and misc. income 
(80,306 K� ).  
 
The 2009 expenses of 1,065,963 K�  
were also significantly higher than 
the 2008 expenses of 839,094 K�  
(226,869 K�  difference). Most of the 
increase was attributed to cost of 
living salary adjustments and 
increases in PCF giving. Církev KS 
Praha has a Salary Commission that 
sets pastors’ salary levels. John and 
Kelsie voluntarily limit the PCF 
salary to their recommendation, and 
trust God to provide for the rest of 
the family budget. The net salary 
income for the Mullen family was 
24,848 K�  /month at the end of the 
year.  PCF giving was also 
significantly larger in 2009 (137,260 
K�  compared to 77,141 K� ). Some of 
the other noticeable differences were 
increases in employment tax, 
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evangelism/seminars and office 
equ ip me n t / s upp l i es  ( p r i n t e r 
cartridges). 

  
Outlook for the Year 2010  

In addition to focusing on the 
fulfillment of our vision we are 
hoping in 2010 to strengthen our 
worship team with the addition of 
someone to lead the worship ministry 
(preferably a full-time position that 
also encompasses some church 
administration, student ministries and 
IHOPP).  

  
2010 will most likely be another 
active year. We already held a Winter 
Retreat in the Krkonoše Mountains. 
Currently, we have three engaged 
couples who are experiencing 
collective counseling (meeting with 
several couples in the church). The 
spring will be busy with weddings. In 
the summer we hope to return to 
Ukraine / Belarus and organize the 
10th Annual English Camp. We 
expect our mercy ministries to 
continue into 2010. We also hope to 
step up our witness to international 
students in Prague. Already this year, 
Tereza Potu�niková and Sylvie 
Currin have developed a new poster 
to distribute to campuses and 
dormitories. 
 
 Finally, in 2010 John & Kelsie 
Mullen hope to return to the States 
for two to three months this summer. 
Most missionaries return home for 
the summer months to raise support 
and connect with existing supporters. 
In 2010 the Mullen’s begin their 14th 
year of ministry in the Czech 
Republic without a furlough home. 
For this to be possible several big 
prayers will have to be answered 
including someone to volunteer to 
lead the church in their absence.
