
ing yields more faith. It is walking in 
faith and finding God in the midst of 
our journey that inspires us to go fur-
ther, expect more, and rely less on our 
limited resources.  
 
Our faithful commitment to walk with 
the God of heaven is lived out on 
earth in the midst of Christian commu-
nity. Scripture says we are joined with 
Christ and this joining happens not 
just individually but in a community 
context as well.  Reference to the out-
pouring of the Holy Spirit is always 
plural. "He breathed on THEM, and 
said “receive the Holy Spirit.” Faith-
fulness to God is evidenced in our 
faithfulness to the people created in 
his image and bearing his Spirit. As 
we are faithful to God and his family 
it communicates “we value you Lord.” 
It says “you are more important than 
anything else in my life. You are first. 
My life is a living sacrifice worship-
ping my creator.” 
 
Faithfulness in the context of our rela-
tionship to Christian community is 
expressed via participation, yields 
unity, develops ministry and conveys 
love. I use “participation” in the active 
sense of the word. When you are 
faithful to a community you give of 
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M other Teresa was quoted as 
saying; "I know God will not 
give me anything I can't han-

dle.  I just wish that He didn't trust me 
so much." We smile at that quote be-
cause we know how much God did en-
trust to her. I suppose we could ask our-
selves a similar question: How much 
has God entrusted to me? How can we 
explain the disparity? Did God like her 
more? Was she more holy or did she 
have more faith (her recently published 
letters put that myth to rest)?  
 
A Senator from the United States, Mark 
Hatfield, told of touring Calcutta with 
Mother Teresa and visiting the so-called 
"House of Dying" (where sick children 
are cared for in their last days), and the 
dispensary (where the poor line up by 
the hundreds to receive medical atten-
tion). Watching Mother Teresa minister 
to these people, feeding and nursing 
those left by others to die, Hatfield was 
overwhelmed by the sheer magnitude of 
the suffering she and her co-workers 
faced daily. "How can you bear the load 
without being crushed by it?" he asked. 
Mother Teresa replied, "My dear Sena-
tor, I am not called to be successful, I 
am called to be faithful."  I think the an-
swer is faithfulness. She was faithful.    
 
Recently I read a quote by Les and Les-
lie Parrott: “Faithfulness is like a multi-
faceted jewel, exhibiting a complex 
combination of interrelated dimensions- 
trust, commitment, truth, loyalty, value, 
care.”  
 
The Parrotts are marriage counselors. 
As I thought about how faithfulness ap-
plies to the relationships between peo-
ple, I could see the parallels to our rela-
tionship with God and our relation-
ship to our Christian community. 
 
Faithfulness in the context of personal 
relationships was well illustrated in the 
story of the prodigal’s father. Jesus had 
something to say about sticking by 
someone through thick and thin, for bet-

ter or worse, in good times and bad. 
Was the point forgiveness or faithful-
ness? In relationships faithfulness in-
cludes forgiveness, loyalty, trust, and 
commitment.  As we do that we are ex-
pressing the value of the other person. 
 
As couples experience mutual fidelity 
and trust, it creates an environment 
where people’s commitment to one an-
other can go deep. Faithful friends give 
each other the benefit of the doubt and 
stick by each other through conflict. It 
makes sense that the greater the trust, 
the greater the capacity for commitment 
in relationships. Without trust commit-
ment is unlikely. There are plenty of 
guys wanting to live with girls without 
the commitment of marriage. Lack of 
commitment is rooted in lack of faith-
fulness.  Fidelity, trust and commitment 
all express to the partner… “I care 
about you. You are so valuable to me; I 
put you first above any other.” Loyalty, 
trust and commitment tell a friend, “you 
are important to me.” “I value your 
friendship.” 
 
Faithfulness in the context of our rela-
tionship to God is expressed in our 
walk with Him. In the absence of a 
spouse, will you turn to God as your in-
timate partner or will you get your 
needs met through someone else? Im-
morality is a form of idolatry. Faithful-

ness produces a moral, godly lifestyle. It 
also inspires faith. If sin chokes out our 
faith, then sowing faithful/righteous liv-

the path he had chosen for me. 
By my second year in Prague, I 
occasionally attended Bible stud-
ies, often prayed with friends and 
was asking a lot of questions. 
 
That winter I fell seriously ill.  I 
had caught an unusual strain of 
diphtheria from kissing a boy 
(which just goes to show that 
they DO have cooties) and my 
body went into septic shock.  As 
my lungs were failing, I found 
prayer to be the best way to keep 
from hyperventilating.  My situa-

fears were put to rest.  They were 
always open about their faith, but 
never pushy. 
 
In retrospect, I recognize that 
God was gradually surrounding 
me with more and more Chris-
tians and gently leading me along 

tion was critical so the doctors 
decided to induce a coma. When 
I woke up after three days, I 
knew that I had been saved by 
the grace of God. (Indeed my 
connections with Christian mis-
sionaries got the prayer2 machine 
going for me across the globe.)  
 
But it wasn’t until a few days 
later that God answered my 
prayer to reveal Himself to me.  
When I felt the Presence of God 
that night in my hospital room I 
felt perfectly KNOWN and per-
fectly loved—good and bad.  A 
few months later I gave myself to 
Christ and now, more than two 
years later, I’ve finally found a 
church that I can call home.

I was 
preemptively defensive about be-
ing judged for my behavior, lan-
guage, sense of humor, and po-
litical views. I didn’t want to be 
preached at and I didn’t want 
them to try to convert me. 
 
Once I met my neighbors, my 

Since my recovery, I’ve started taking 
part in physically challenging events 
like this triathlon I did with Eliška.  I 
find the training and the races them-
selves help me to depend on God in a 
very real way.  I have no delusions  that  
I would be able to complete these tasks 
without God giving me His strength 
and, at times, carrying me. 

My dad was in the US Navy, 
so my family moved around a 
lot when I was a child.  We 
lived in many places around 
the US and also spent 3 years 
in Germany.  After our time 
in Germany, we moved to 
New York City, which is 
where we stayed for the 
longest period. I’ve lived in 
Prague since 2003 and teach 
English at a gymnázium in 
Prague 6.  My plans are to 
stay here indefinitely, but I 
guess I’ll see what God’s 
plans for me are. 
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yourself, your time, your service, your 
finances, and your presence.
