the dead is also now resident in us.   
It is this resurrection that David 

spoke prophetically about in Psalm 
2:7 -   “You are my Son; today I 
have become your Father.”   This 
Scripture refers to Jesus’  being obe-
dient to death on the cross.   

 

Though he were a Son, yet he 
learned obedience by the things 
which he suffered. (Hebrews 5:8).  
 

So that is why God said that 
“ this day”  you are my Son because 
the Resurrection was when Jesus 
proved that He was a son – because 
He had been obedient to death – 
death on the cross.   

In the next celebration we see 
that the Ascension shows that Jesus 
had triumphed over his enemies and 
that a parade took place in Heaven. 

 

When he ascended on high, he led 
captives in his train and gave gifts 
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 � � �� ���� �� � �� ��� � More than Conquerors 

This is the season of the feasts or 
holy days of Christendom - Easter – 
comprised of the crucifixion and 
resurrection; Ascension and Pente-
cost.  These feasts come in succes-
sion to each other.  Ascension is 40 
days after Passover (which usually 
coincides with Easter) and Pente-
cost comes ten days later.   

Looking at each “holy day”  we 
see that beginning with the crucifix-
ion we celebrate our being buried 
with Christ and in the resurrection 
(Easter) we see that we have been 
raised with him.  We no longer are 
slaves to our old nature but are new 
creatures in Christ.  (Romans 6:3,4)  
As the crucifixion bore witness to 
Christ’s death and ours, the resur-
rection speaks of new life and 
power in God.  Not only are we not 
slaves to death anymore but the 
same power that raised Jesus from 

to men.  (Ephesians 4:8 – 10 and 
Psalm 68:18) 
 

In the Old Testament, when ene-
mies were captured, the victor 
would many times actually chain 
the enemies together and parade 
them through the streets to show all 
that the enemy had been van-
quished.  So Christ did this in 
Heaven, bringing Death and Satan 
behind him as his captives. 

As the Scriptures say in Romans

Hello to all! I wanted to share 
with you a little part of my jour-
ney with God, in hope that it 
might encourage some of you. 
We all go through ups and 
downs in life and looking back 
most of the time we can see that 
God has been there for us all the 
time, only it doesn©t always feel 
like that.  I became a Christian 
at the age of 14 (in a mission-
ary-based church in Omsk, Rus-
sia). I was very involved in 
church, but it wasn©t easy, as I 
don’ t come from a Christian 
family, so I didn©t get support 
from them. God©s miracle made 
it possible for me to go to study 
in America at the age of 16. It 
was a very hard year of my life, 
but I couldn©t have become who 
I am without it and looking back 
now I©m so grateful that I had 
that experience... I know God 
has been there with me every 
step of the way. 

Shortly after coming back to 
Russia, I realized that I wanted 
to be in an international envi-
ronment – and to make the story 
short – I ended up in Prague in 
January 2000.

8:47, “We are more than conquerors 
in Christ.”   I believe that we are con-
querors when we win over our ene-
mies – just like the Old Testament 
picture mentioned above stated.  But 
being MORE than conquerors means 
that not only can we claim all the 
goods of the enemy like the earthly 
victors did, we can also claim that all 
the bad that was done by the enemy 
be turned into good.  This wasn’ t pos-
sible in Old Testament times – the 
victor couldn’ t undo the wickedness 
of the enemy, he could only take what 
belonged to him when he captured 
him.  However, we as Christians are 
MORE than conquerors because we 
(in Christ) have robbed Satan of his 
power in our lives here from now on 
AND in the past.  Our past wounds 
can be healed in Christ.  Even that 
which was meant for our harm can be 
turned into our good. 

The power of the enemy in our 
lives usually comes in the form of 
[Eldredge] arrows – those events in 
life where we have become wounded.  
The ascension reaffirms that we are 
now ruling with Christ and that we 
have the power to diffuse the enemy’s 
power in the arrows that he throws at 

us.  It is in Ephesians 6:13 – 18 that 
we see this picture of ourselves as 
fully protected warriors. 

And so, from the Ascension where 
we see our enemy vanquished we 
move to Pentecost where we receive 
the gifts that our Lord gave to men.  
The Gift itself is the Holy Spirit, who 
could not be given until Jesus went 
away.  This gift is the third person of 
the Godhead coming to dwell in us.  
Through the Holy Spirit, we have the 
capacity to offer salvation to the 
world.  John 3:17 – “God didn’ t send 
His Son to condemn the world but 
that the world through him might be 
saved.”   We are the ones to offer life 
giving power.  What does this mean?  
We can offer the Gospel to those in 
our world and see that our very lives 
bring healing and hope to others as 
well as to life in general here on 
earth.  In whatever situation we are 
in – work, family, church life – we 
bring life to that environment. 

And so we see the great truths of 
the Gospel enacted out during this 
season.  May we recognize these 
times in which we live and rededicate 
ourselves to being more committed to 
His Body – which is the community 
of believers here on earth and to also 
being His hands and His feet in this
